The tragic death of a student in a NSW school
recently should be a sobering thought for us all
and reinforce the message that any form of
bullying, harassment or violence towards others is
totally unacceptable. As you are aware from the
personal letter | sent every family, earlier this
term, the Isis High community is not isolated from
youth violence. | draw your attention to this letter
and remind parents that if their child is
experiencing any form of bullying, harassment or
threats of violence then it should be immediately
reported to a staff member or directly to a
member of the administration team. The school's
support network is extensive and was clearly
highlighted in the letter. On school assembly this
week, students were once again informed that
any form of bullying, harassment or violence
towards others is unacceptable and will not be
tolerated at this school. As a further proactive
measure, | invited Senior Constable Terry Brighton (Childers Police) to address all Year Levels on Thursday
of this week. This 30 minute educational program has been designed by the Queensland Police Service to
make all young people aware of the serious consequences of youth violence. Isis High takes very seriously
its responsibility to keep our students safe and to work hard to ensure that our school community is free from
bullying, harassment and violence. Your support in helping to achieve this is most appreciated.
