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Over the coming weeks, the important subject selection 
activities for Year 10 students going into Year 11 (2010) and 
Year 08 students moving into Year 09 (2010) will be 
completed. Students in Year 10 will develop a plan for the 
next two years. While other options outside school are 
available, with such a high premium on well-skilled 
employees, most students choose to complete Year 11 and 12 
to try and attain a Queensland Certificate of Education. 
Certainly, our school has the expectation that all students in 
Year 10 will move into Year 11, unless the student has 
definite employment or definite alternative education plans. 
Year 10 students, their parents and the school, will be required 
to complete Senior Education and Training Plans (SET Plans) 
that will help students review past achievements and plan a 
program of education for Years 11 and 12. While the 
decisions students in Year 08 need to make, in choosing Year 
09 subjects, are less critical than those of Year 10 students, no 
less importance is attached to the process by the school.  

The subject selection process for both year levels commences 
in the week beginning 17 August with students receiving 
information booklets, talks and Subject Selection Forms that 
need to be returned by 02 September. 

A Parent Information Evening is being held on Tuesday 
evening, 25 August 2009. An advertisement on the cover page 
of this newsletter provides further details.

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On Thursday 23 July our 
Year 10 students 
attended the Careers and 
Employment Expo held 
at the Bundaberg Civic 
Centre. TAFE, 
universities and training 
organisations from 
across Queensland had 
set up information stalls, 
ready to answer the 
students’ questions and 
provide them with 
information. Our 

students were also able to ‘try a trade’ with occupations 
ranging from hair and beauty to carpentry represented. 
Weighed down by bags full of booklets and brochures, the 
students then divided into two groups to head to our next 
destinations; the Central Queensland University (CQU), 
Bundaberg and Bundaberg TAFE. 

At CQU, the students were introduced to university life by 
taking a tour of the grounds. We broke into large groups and 
were given a tour by some students currently studying at 
CQU. The tour included a visit to the lecture rooms, the 
practice hospital rooms for health professionals and the 
science laboratories for health and science students. 

The TAFE group broke into four smaller groups and 
undertook an orientation of the various workshops and 
facilities at the campus such as the hairdressing studios, the 
auto trades workshops and the hospitality kitchens. 

The Expo and the trip to a tertiary institution gave the students 
an insight into life after school and helped to clarify possible 
career directions for the future. Our students have commented 
that it was very beneficial and they are to be commended on 
the maturity displayed as they progress towards developing 
their Senior Education and Training Plans shortly.

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Last week, five of our Year 12 students joined with students 
from surrounding schools and headed to the Sunshine Coast 
and Brisbane to explore the university options available to 
them. The trip provided students with the opportunity to visit 
campuses, discuss the courses offered, find out about policies 
on such things as deferment and upgrading, find out about 
financial issues and explore campus facilities from lecture 
theatres to sports facilities. Students visited the University of 
the Sunshine Coast, University of Queensland (UQ), 
University of Technology – Gardens Point and Kelvin Grove 
campuses, and Griffith University. 

Staying overnight at Cromwell College, one of the 
accommodation options available to students studying at UQ, 
enabled students to experience college life and consider the 
range of accommodation options available.  

Seeing the differences between universities and campuses 
helped students work out where they would like to pursue 
tertiary education. The whole experience raised a lot of 
questions for our Year 12 students and answered a whole lot 
more. A key message from all universities, for our students, 
was that there is a lot of money out there in scholarships and 
even if students don’t think they will get a scholarship they 
need to apply, apply, apply. 

Overall, students gained a much greater awareness of what 
lies ahead for them at university and hopefully made the 
prospect of attending university a lot less overwhelming.
