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Today students have been issued with their 
Term One Student Progress Report. The 
purpose of this report is to provide information 
to parents and students about their progress in 
subjects to date. The information presented by 
teachers is based on the performance of each 
student in Term One in each of their subjects. It 
is based on four areas: Achievement, Effort, 
Behaviour and Homework. The Achievement 
rating is based on general students progress and 
may not be based on actual student assessment. 

The report also indicates whether the teacher of 
the subject believes that there is sufficient 
concern with the student’s progress to warrant 
a parent interview at the forthcoming Parent-
Teacher Evening. If the teacher does not 
indicate there is a need for an interview, it 

simply means that the student is making 
satisfactory progress.  

Of course, all parents are able to request 
interviews with teachers. Our school 
encourages active teacher/parent 
communication. Please take the time to peruse 
the information on Parent-Teacher Interviews 
later in this Newsletter.

During April this year, a vaccination program to protect young 
women against cervical cancer starts in Australia. The 
National Human Papillomavirus Vaccination (HPV) Program 
is an Australian, State and Territory Government initiative. 
A new vaccine (GARDASIL) has been developed to help 
prevent the most common types of cervical cancer. The 
program requires two injections with the second given one 
month after the initial injection. 

As part of this program, free cervical cancer vaccine is being 
offered to secondary school girls in Queensland and will be 
offered at Isis District State High School next month. 

Girls in Years 10, 11, 12 will be vaccinated in 2007, followed 
by girls in Years 8, 9, 10 in 2008 with an ongoing program for 
girls in Year 8 in 2009.
