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Just over half our Year 12 students recently completed a 
practice ‘Queensland Core Skills (QCS)’ test as part of the 
school’s preparation of students for this important test.  This 
state-wide test is used in the scaling process during calculation 
of Overall Position (OP) scores.  

 

Students have now completed a comprehensive preparation 
process under the coordination of Mr Carlile and Mr Palmer to 
ensure their performance on the test will be as good as it can 
be. Year 12 students sitting the test will complete it on 
Tuesday 4 and Wednesday 5 September. Good luck to all 
students sitting the test for a positive outcome.

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The School Textbook and Resources (TAR) Scheme provides 
a voluntary, cooperative textbook and resource hire scheme in 
order to maximise the benefit and convenience to 
parents/carers for provision of student resources. The school 
and parents/carers share decision-making and responsibility 
for the operation of the scheme through the Parents and 
Citizens’  Association. The Isis District State High School 
TAR scheme compares more than favourably with that 
operated by other schools in the district, offering a lower set 
fee for a wider range of resources. In addition, the school 
applies no additional ‘subject levies’  for materials used in 
some subjects such as Art or Manual Arts. 

Annual student fees for the participation in the scheme are set 
in the second half of each year by the school and P&C 
Association. The Association is always mindful of the 
economic circumstances of families when setting fees. A ‘rule 
of thumb’  applied is that barring exceptional circumstances, 
the fee is reviewed for an increase every two years, given the 
ever rising costs of books and the like. The current TAR 
Scheme fee of $95 per student/$180 per family has been in 
place for 2006 and 2007. At a recent meeting, the P&C have 
proposed that the 2008 fees be $100 per student/$190 per 
family. This will be discussed and the final fee endorsed at the 
September P&C meeting on Tuesday 11 September at Isis 
District State High School commencing 7:15pm. A report of 
the operation of the Isis District State High School TAR 
Scheme will also be available for perusal at that meeting.
