Queensland Transport is the government agency with 
responsibility for student bus travel to and from schools. Their 
regulations require the bus company to exercise a 
responsibility and duty of care to deliver all students to their 
destination. In the morning the destination is their enrolled 
school. In the past there have been requests, sometimes by 
parents, for their students to leave the bus at a place other than 
the enrolled school, namely the town. Sometimes these 
students arrive to school late and in the worst cases are truant 
from school. Following negotiations with some bus companies 
students will not be given the opportunity to exit the bus prior 
to arriving at their enrolled school. Students with parent 
permission should follow the normal school procedure when 
visiting the town, whether it be before or during school. I 
thank you for your care and support in this matter.

Brett and Catherine Martell – Teacher 
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As the end of Semester One approaches, the next couple of 
weeks will see students involved in various assessment 
activities (eg. tests, submission of assignments etc.). In 
particular, many Year 11 and 12 students will be involved in 
tests next week. Students should be engaged in additional 
study at home, beyond that which they would normally 
complete, in preparation for this assessment. Students were 
issued with an Assessment Planner at the beginning of the 
semester, which scheduled days of assessment items for the 
various subjects. It is terribly important that at this time in the 
semester, students put in the extra study effort necessary to 
maximise the results that they are able to achieve from their 
assessments. 

Students and their parents/guardians are reminded of the 
requirements of the School Assessment and Assignment 
Policy (page 16-17 of Student Handbook and Homework 
Diary). When a student is absent for an examination, it is their 
responsibility on the first day back at school to make 
arrangements with their teacher (or Subject Area Coordinator 
or Head of Department) to complete the test. Year 11 students 
will be completing work experience in the last week of the 
school term (commencing 18 June) and so need to consider 
this if absent during scheduled assessment. There is also a 
clear process for extensions required for assignment 
submission. Parental contact can assist in these processes.  

Parents are reminded that Semester Reports, for all students, 
will be issued on the second Friday after the vacation, 20 July.
