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On Friday, 9 February, our Year 12 Accounting students had the 
opportunity to participate in an Accounting Forum held at QUT 
in Brisbane. 

The Forum is an initiative of the Business Educators’ Association 
of Queensland and Queensland University of Technology School 
of Accountancy.  The aim of the event is to broaden students’  
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understanding of topics in the accounting course, allow students 
to hear real world examples of how accounting is used and also to 
enable our students to network with other accounting students 
from across the state.   

With over 750 students attending the conference from mainly 
South-East Queensland schools, our students found the day to be 
both interesting and instructive.

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Isis High takes any bullying amongst students very seriously and 
works with students and parents to ensure safety for all.  

Bullying is when a person is picked on repeatedly by an 
individual or group with more power, either in terms of physical 
strength or social standing. Two of the main reasons people are 
bullied are because of appearance and/or social status. Bull ies 
pick on the kids they think don©t fit in, maybe because of how 
they look, how they act (for example, kids who are shy and 
withdrawn), their race or religion, or because the bullies think 
their target may be gay or lesbian.  

Some bullies attack their targets physically, which can mean 
anything from shoving or tripping to punching or hitting or even 
sexual assault. Others use psychological control or verbal insults 
to put themselves in charge. For example, people in popular 
groups or cliques often bully people they categorize as different 
by excluding them or gossiping about them (psychological 
bullying). They may also taunt or tease their targets (verbal 
bullying). Verbal bullying can also involve sending cruel instant 
or email messages or even posting insults about a person on a 
website - practices that are known as cyber bullying. 
One of the most painful aspects of bullying is its relentlessness. 
The seemingly never-ending nature of bullying can put a person 
in a state of constant fear, and boys and girls who are bull ied may 
find their schoolwork and health suffering. Bullying is violence, 
and it often leads to more violent behaviour as the bully grows 
up. Some teen bull ies end up being rejected by their peers and 
lose friendships as they grow older. Bullies may also fail in 
school and not have the career or relationship success that other 
people enjoy. 

What Can You Do? 

The best way to solve a bullying problem is to tell an adult. One 
situation in which it is vital to report bullying is if it threatens to 
lead to physical danger and harm. Adults in positions of authority 
- parents, teachers, or coaches - can often find ways to resolve 
dangerous bullying problems without the bully ever finding out 
how they came to know about it. Some things you can do to 
combat psychological and verbal bullying are: 

·  Ignore the bully and walk away 

·  Hold the anger 

·  Don©t get physical 

·  Talk about it 

·  Find your (true) friends 
There are numerous teaching and support staff at school who can 
assist students who believe they may be being bull ied. Once 
identified, situations involving bullying at school are able to be 
rectified.
