I certainly 
look forward to the future launch of the ‘Youth Assistance Card’ and continuing the important community 
work of the BSCAT team.

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The school Tuckshop is operated by the Parents and Citizens’  
Association under the wonderful management of Convenor, 
Mrs Jaki Graver. It provides an excellent service to students 
(and staff) ensuring nutritious food that complies with the State 
Government’s Smart Choices (Healthy Food and Drink Supply 
Strategy) and is also extremely tasty. It is also the main income 
earner for the P&C which supports the learning of all students 
at the school by contributing money to school resources and 
facilities. For example, the improved temperature and sound 
conditions provided at the stadium were obtained through such 
P&C funds.  

Regrettably, in recent times, an increasing number of students 
are abusing the school privilege of allowing them at Recess 1, 
with their parent’s permission, to go to town to complete parent 
errands. While in town, food is purchased from businesses 
(often that does not comply with the Smart Choices strategy), 
which effectively is diverting money from the school’s P&C 
and ultimately the resources available for all students. The 
school has also received feedback from the community 
suggesting that some students while in the town, during Recess 
1, are not meeting our normal expectations for student 
behaviour while out of school. This is becoming a significant 
concern to both the school and the P&C. 

Consequently, the school intends to review the procedures 
relating to the school responding to parent requests to release 
their students during recess to visit town. In the short term, the 
co-operation of parents (and students) is requested in 
supporting the school not allowing students to attend town, as a 
matter of course, particularly if it is for the sole purpose of 
purchasing food that should rightly be purchased from the 
school tuckshop. The school intends to more closely monitor 
the reasons for students leaving the school, the authenticity of 
some notes being provided and the frequency with which some 
students seek to leave the school. It is hoped that parents 
support the school in these actions for the benefit of all. Any 
feedback that parents might have would be most welcome.

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The school Policy around the use of these items at school is 
very clear and appears on page 6 of the Student Homework 
Diary. The school’s preference is that they should not be 
brought to school as the school cannot be responsible for the 
safekeeping of these items and secondly they have a potential 
to cause disruption. Certainly, they should not be activated 
during class time. Two further issues are causing concern in 
relation to these devices. Students who have IPODS or MP3 
players at school tend to have the ‘ear buds’  perennially in their 
ears. This causes ongoing problems in attempting to 
communicate with the students in the playground (and 
occasionally in class). It also can lead to animosity and conflict 
with other students. It is not unreasonable to expect that 
students can attend the hours of a school day without the need 
for constant stimulation provided by these electronic players. 

A second issue emerging relates to students waiting to be 
served at the school tuckshop and again listening to electronic 
music players or involved in a conversation (or texting) on 
their mobile phone. This causes substantial disruption to the 
service provided and subsequently causes delay to other 
students waiting in line. As a result, the Tuckshop Convenor 
has been asked not to provide service to those students 
involved in such activities and they should leave the queue and 
rejoin it when their conversation (or music) is concluded.  

Staff members have been instructed to be particularly vigilant 
over these two matters in coming weeks and where breeches 
arise staff will follow the requirements of the Responsible 
Behaviour Plan for Students and confiscate the devices until 
the end of the school day. It is hoped that parents support the 
school in its move to ensure the school provides a suitable 
environment for all. For further information, please contact me
