While our Year 10 students are finalising their SET Plans, which marks the start of their Years 11 and 
12 studies, our current Year 12 students sat the Queensland Core Skills (QCS) tests this week and 
this signals the final stages of their secondary schooling. Congratulations to staff and QCS coordinator 
Mr Carlile who have prepared our Year 12’s well for this important whole of state Year 12 test.  

Teacher aides play a vital role in our school community performing a myriad of roles that provide 
invaluable support to teachers, students and administrative staff in the day-to-day operations of 
Isis District High. Today, Friday 7 September is designated as Teacher Aide Day as an 
opportunity to recognise their enormous contribution to education. Isis District High held a 
Morning Tea for our teacher-aides to thank them for the work they do in our school and celebrate 
their contribution.

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The Chaplaincy service has started up a project Operation 
Christmas Child which is part of a global relief organisation 
called Samaritan’s Purse. Every year millions of shoe boxes 
are packed with toys and other small gifts to send out to needy 
children, often in ‘undeveloped countries’  around the world. 
Last year over 7.5 million shoe boxes were given out. 
Students from Isis High and other schools around the area 
have been getting involved by forming groups to each help 
pack a shoe box. (This may explain why some household 
items have mysteriously disappeared lately). At the moment 

over 40 students from the high school have signed up to help 
out in this endeavour. Most of the items that go into these 
boxes are everyday items that we take for granted but in 
countries where getting access to clean drinking water is hard, 
items like stationary, hygiene products and toys are often seen 
as luxuries.

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As practical as backpacks are, though, they can strain muscles 
and joints and may cause back pain if they©re too heavy or are 
used incorrectly. However, there are steps you can take to help 
your child avoid back pain and other problems associated with 
improperly used packs. Most doctors and physical therapists 
recommend that kids carry no more than 10% to 15% of their 
body weight in their packs. 

Kids who wear their backpacks over just one shoulder - as 
many kids do, because they think it looks better - may end up 
leaning to one side to offset the extra weight. They might 
develop lower and upper back pain and strain their shoulders 
and neck. Improper backpack use can also lead to poor 
posture. Girls and younger children may be especially at risk 
for backpack-related injuries because they©re smaller and may 
carry loads that are heavier in proportion to their body weight.
