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The National Assessment Program for Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests for Year 9 students occurred
last week. The literacy tests focused on areas of reading, writing, spelling, punctuation and grammar while
the numeracy test covered measurement, chance and data, space, working mathematically, algebra function
and pattern. Congratulations to Ms Kirkland (HOD SOSE and Middle Schooling) who took a leading role in
preparing our students for the 2009 tests and the coordination of these tests over the scheduled days.
Students commenced each test day with an exercise routine under the instruction of Science and Physical
Education teacher, Mr Tsakisiris. Following the exercise routine the Chaplaincy Committee coordinated by
school chaplain, Ms Tanya McKee, provided students with a pancake breakfast which I'm sure, combined
with the exercise, helped each student to perform at their best. Results from the tests will be provided to the
school and parents later in the year.

Over the last few weeks | have met with many of our Year
12 students on an individual basis to discuss their Term 1
progress report and to assess whether they are on track to
achieve a Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE) by
the end of the Year 12 year. It is important that our Year
12 students remain focused, understand what the
progress report is telling them about where they are in
terms of the QCE and whether or not more effort is
required to achieve it. It is of critical importance that
students work closely with their teachers, submit draft
assignments to take advantage of teacher feedback and
ensure that due dates are adhered to. The remainder of
Semester 1 along with the first half of Semester 2 is an
important time for all of our Year 12’s. | strongly
encourage all parents to ensure that your Year 12 student
is allocating sufficient time to his/her studies and that part-
time work and/or leisure activities are not dominating their
time at this critical phase of their schooling.

This year, State Education Week will be held from Monday 01 to Friday 05 June with celebrations being held
in schools across Queensland. These celebrations provide opportunities for communities to recognise the
talents and achievements of their students and acknowledge the important work of teachers. While schools
across the state will host a broad range of events to showcase the achievements of state schools, at Isis
High we will hold a Quality Gallery on Thursday 04 June. The Quality Gallery is a tradition at Isis High with
student work displays, subject area interactive stalls, a free sausage sizzle and presented in a carnival like
atmosphere. Our celebration is open to the community and parents and other school community supporters
are encouraged to attend. This is an opportunity for our community to recognise the amazing talents of our
students and the very important work of teachers.
