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A statewide snapshot of the education outcomes of last year’s 
Year 12 students will be published on a school-by-school 
basis in The Courier-Mail on Tuesday April 1. Regional 
snapshots will also be printed on the same day in major 
regional daily newspapers. 

The publication of Year 12 outcomes is part of wider 
Government reforms to provide more information to parents 
and the community about student and school achievements. 
The data, compiled by the Queensland Studies Authority and 
presented alphabetically by school, includes the percentage of 
Year 12 students receiving tertiary offers, the number of 
students completing or continuing school-based 
apprenticeships or traineeships, the percentage of students 
with an OP 1-15 and the number of vocational qualifications 
awarded. The Year 12 graduate profile is not a league table – 
it does not rank schools. 

In an earlier Newsletter this year, Deputy Principal, Mr Cook 
provided some of the Isis High data which paints a very strong 
picture of a school achieving strong outcomes for our young 
people.
