There are some very compelling reasons for students finishing their senior years of schooling.
Research indicates that those students who do stay at school to complete Ygandrally have
higher levels of employment, higher average salaries and better health.

Isis District State High School offers a diverse program of senior subjects structured to meet the
needs of bothertiary-bound and vocationally oriented students. Wave the expectation that all
students in Year 10 will move on to Year 11, unless the student has secured definite employment or
definite alternate education/training.

The academic and vocational subjects at Isis District State High School are taugha within
supportive environment by a professiorsdaff thatutilise advanced learning technology to
help students achieve quality learning outcomes.

As a result, senior students consistently achieve at high leA&btsut 80% of year 12 students
attain a Queensind certificate of Education (QCE) or Queensland Certificate of Individual
Achievement (QCIA).e@erally around 90% of Year 12 students who apply to complete a
tertiary course of study receive an offer, and of those about 80% receive their first or second
preference. In the vocational area, all students completing a vocational subject receive a
nationally recognised vocational certificate recording their attainment of competencies
successfully completed (eg. Certificate Level | or Certificate Leveldldition, a number of
students participate in schodiased traineeships/ apprenticeships or programs offered at the
Wide Bay Institute of TAFE (Bundaberg College).

Number of subjects

The range of subjects th#tte school can offer is determined by the number of its teachers and
facilities which in turn is dependent on the number of studentsodled in the school. In
generaltherefore, class sizes should be viable to enable a subject to be offered. Wheantit is n
possible to offer a subject by itself, it may be possible to provide a composite class (Year 11 and
12 students together) or offer the subject through the Brisbane School of Distance Education or
Virtual Schooling.

All senior secondary studies are disitinto semesters. A semesterisakals I NQ& 2 NJ |y
contains approximately 55 hours of clagmtact time. For example, a student studying English
for two years (Years 11 and 12) will complete four (4) semesters of English.

Students completing the s@&r phase of learning would normally undertake a study program
comprising six (6) subjects (or the equivalent).

Students who complete vocational programs such as sdbastd traineeships/apprenticeships
are permitted to complete one less school subjdista) in recognition of the workload
associated with their vocational program.

Subject choice

The proposed subject choice of students will be shown on a separate subject selection sheet.
Students will be required to choose six (6) subjects for their canfrsaudy.Englishand a
Mathematics subject are compulsory. It is possible for students to select any combination of
Authority subjects, Authorityegistered subjects and/or Vocational Certificate courses.

Care needs to be taken to ensure that the chaloes not exclude any possible career interests
which could arise and that any necessary-pquisite subjects or requirements are included. A
student wishing to remain eligible for an Overall Position (OP) score must take at least five (5)
Authority subjets. The Guidance Officer is able to assist students in making choices, particularly
if students are uncertain. Where students choose less than five (5) Authority subjects they will
not receive a Tertiary Entrance Statement (OP Score).

Assumed Knowledge

Yaur pathway MUST be focused on success and for Year 11 and 12 success, you need success in
Year 10. Your habits and behaviours in Year 10 allow your teachers insight into your potential
success for Years 11 and 12. Teachers will recommend subjects netsiesiar you, based on

your history of academic results, effort and behaviour. You need to understand what subjects

you have to do in Years 11/12 to ensure entry into courses after school, and/or work

opportunities.

Three Year Senior

TheQCAAhas a policy in place that allows (under certain conditiongjents to complete their
senior studies over three years instead of the normal two years. This can be a useful
consideration for those students who may have a lengthy absence or regular absence from
school. Examples of these might inclugle

1 Significant (eg. national) sporting commitments;

1 Schoolbased traineeship/apprenticeship.

There are requirements associated with this option and students/families who believe this may
be a viable program should talk with the school adntratgon or the school guidance officer.

Apparent problems are identified
and a parertteacher interview can be requested.

Semester Reports

These are progress reports issued at the endawh ofeachsemester of the senior course of

study. They describe such things as how well the student is doing, what problems are apparent and
how improvement can be achieved. They also provide the achievement rating the student would
obtain if they leftthe course at that time.

QUEENSLAND CORE SKILLS TEST

The Queenand Core Skills Test is an achieverdeaded state-wide test for Queensland Year

12 students. The test assesses achievement in 49 common curriculum elements, identified as

being based on the Queensland senior curriculum and which the great majoritydefras
FNBIljdzSyiGfte SELSNASYOS Ay (GKSAN adzoeasS0iGoa €SI
consecutive days in September. The test comprises four papers in three modes of assessment

T multiple-choice, extended writing, and short response.

The testis duatpurpose: it produces an overall result for each candidate and it provides group
statistics (by subjeegiroup and by school) that are used in the calculation of Overall Position
(OP) scores and Field Position (FP) scores. Students who are edigdie¥P (Overall Position)
score must sit for the test. Students who are not eligible for an OP score may also elect to sit for
the test and there is no disadvantage to that student in sitting the test (and indeed may find it
an advantage to do so). Indilual student grades for the Queensland Core Skills test are
reported on the Senior Certificate on an A (highest) to E (lowest) scale.

OTHER ASPECTS OF SENIOR STUDY

TAFESchool Programs

This school has a partnership arrangemenhwAFE (Bundaberg caog) for delivery of
vocational programs, not able to be offered within the school. Students involved are able to
choose from a selected number of TAFE programs to complete one day a week while being
enrolled at school. The programs are on a-fpeging bas to TAFE for materials only and so are
heavily subsidised from the normal full fee. The school provides transport to Bundaberg and
back and also subsidises the cost for travel. Successful student achievement of the program
results in a qualification (genally at Certificate Il level, which is often regarded as the
equivalent of the first year of a fulime apprenticeship). This would enhance the employment
prospects of students in the future. Some relevant details of the program appear below:

SchoolBased Traineeships/Apprenticeships

This is a program that involves a student going to school and to work in order to complete a
vocaional qualification, for example, a traineeship. It allows students the opportunity to
complete their senior school study as well as obtaining a vocational qualification, both of which
may contribute to the awarding of a QCE. In addition, it may in tanvert to a fulltime
apprenticeship on the conclusion of schooling. Students typically work for a day a week and
spend the other four days in attendance at school. Students are paid by the employer for the
time that they spend at work. As in any employrhsituation, the availability of
traineeships/apprenticeships is limited by the availability of employ@&tse school does not

source traineeships.
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Work Experience

Work Experience is a valuable-carricular activity that provides students with the oppanity
to experience a workplace and so contribute to their preparation for the world of work. All
students would have had the opportunity tmmplete a week of work experienae Year 10.
Senior students also have the opportunity to participate in furtiverk experience during
holiday period or, in some cases by negotiation, during school fiimis.program ikighly
respected andvell- recognised.

Senior Leadership

As students move into their final years of secondary schooling, there is an expectatiahdi
accept a greater responsibility for leadership throughout the student community. This in itself is
an extremely valuable learning opportunity for students, the benefits of which extend long into
the future. The school offers significant opportuagifor student leadership and supports
development of this important attribute. For example, activities associated with the
development of leadership are the Senior Camp and involvement in the Australian Business
Week program.

may also be given credit at TAFE for units of competency/
modules you have completed during Years 11 and 12.
